Competition Guidelines

e Only one creation per entry form.

*  Sealants or coatings may be used.

*  No artificial display materials may be used in the construction of creation (i.e. styrofoam or cardboard).
e Edible materials are not limited to sweets.

e Candies must be unwrapped and free of any non-edible materials such as lollipop sticks.

e All entries must be made of gingerbread, although other edible materials may be used as trim. Entries
should be no smaller than 9” x 9” and no larger than 24” x 24”. Heavy Styrofoam or covered plywood
bases are recommended for stability. Baseboards should be no larger than 6” each direction from the
creation. Exhibit space will be limited to 24” x 24" per entry.

*  Points will be deducted from overall score if guidelines are not followed.
*  Be creative! Non-traditional designs are welcome.
e Conner Prairie reserves the right to remove any creation not holding up during the exhibit.

e Conner Prairie may use photos, stories, creations and entry form information for future publicity and

promotion.

*  Being a family-friendly environment, Conner Prairie reserves the right to deny entries considered offensive or
